Briefing on Kau Yi Chau Artificial Islands

Members were brought up to date on 8 March
by the Development Bureau, Civil Engineering
and Development Department (CEDD) and
Planning Department together with project
representatives. The briefing introduced four
key areas of the development covering the
reclamation extent, broad land use, strategic
transport infrastructure and possible financing
options.

The Director of the CEDD, Mr Michael Fong
Hok-shing, other government officials and the
project team members addressed each concern
as it was raised by our members and promised
to consider the suggestions we put forward.
We will closely monitor its development and
also continue to offer our professional opinions
and as well as contribute strategies to the
Government.

Working towards 2050 goals
CLP Power CPD:

“Powering a Carbon Neutral Hong Kong” was
the title of a talk given on 14 March by CLP
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Power’s Associate Director—Decarbonisation
Architecture, Thomas Lui, in a hybrid talk at the
Surveyors Learning Centre. Mr Lui highlighted
the challenges the power sector faces in zero-
carbon power transformation and future options
it may explore.

This Continuing Professional Development
presentation grew out of our meeting with CLP
Power on 28 February at which the Institute
expressed a desire for a discussion on
sustainability. As promised at that meeting, CLP
Power also invited the HKIS to visit its facilities:
details to come.

UCEM keynote speech:

On 9 March, | gave a keynote speech as a
guest of honour at the Principal’s Reception
Dinner of the University College of Estate
Management. In my address, | made the
point that surveyors of different disciplines
have pivotal roles—and are playing them—in
achieving the goal of global carbon neutrality
by 2050 as stated in the Climate Action Plan
2050 and in the Government’s identified goals
of making buildings more energy efficient,
promoting green buildings and using clean fuels
to generate electricity.

| highlighted some of the important things that
are being done by surveying professionals,
the HKIS as an institute and the profession as
a whole. | referred particularly to the life cycle
of buildings, on which we provide professional
advice on life-cycle costs, energy efficiency
and sustainable development strategies. For
instance, quantity surveyors—as | am by
training and profession—are in a prime position
to consult on the cost and carbon management
in the use of different kinds of green materials
and design options on a project. We can do
this using the International Cost Management
Standard 3, the first such global standard, which
the HKIS and Hong Kong experts contributed to
writing.
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In 2015 the Property and Facility Management
Division published its “Green Property
Management Practices”, offering best
practices and latest developments for property
managers, while General Practice surveyors are
increasingly providing third-party certification
services for green finance instruments.

As for the HKIS, | highlighted our Best
Development and Conservation Award launched
in 2021 to recognise exceptional achievements
and excellence in construction projects related
to both development and conservation.

Discussions with the government on
housing issues

On 7 March, | led an HKIS delegation to meet
the Secretary for Housing, Ms Winnie Ho, JP,
and the representatives of the Housing Bureau,
Housing Department and Architectural Services
Department to discuss issues of Light Public
Housing (LPH), Transitional Housing (TH)
and Public Housing. Our discussions, held
at the Central Government Complex, were
constructive, covering topics like comparable
construction costs of the three different types
of housing; LPH as a temporary measure;
as well as the possible reuse of the modular
integrated construction units at subsequent
LPH and TH sites. The Institute will monitor the
housing shortage situation and give our views
accordingly.

All things Qianhai, and a last call

This month also marked the first time the
HKIS has returned to the Mainland since the
pandemic. | was invited to the 9th Bi-City
Biennale of Urbanism/Architecture (UABB)
Qianhai Sub-venue Exhibition and the Round-
table Forum. The events were staged over half a
day on 23 March at the Qianhai Shenzhen-Hong
Kong Youth Innovation and Entrepreneur Hub in
Guiwan Area.

At the forum, the agenda tabled for discussion

covered a broad spectrum of topics, from
planning and construction of public areas to
ecotourism in Qianhai, while also exploring
measures for how to build a better connection
between Qianhai, in Shenzhen, and Hong Kong’s
Northern Metropolis. All these would create
factors to make the Greater Bay Area more
attractive and draw more international talent.

| was pleased for the opportunity to give my
opinions and exchange views with other local
and Hong Kong professionals.

Meanwhile, | encourage our young members
to take part in the “Design Competition for
Qianhai”: entries close on 17 April! In addition
to the monetary prizes, the winners may act as
consultants and assist the Qianhai Authority in
turning their award-winning design ideas into
reality.

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KYG artificial islands signify
new milestone for HK

The ambitious plan to build three artificial
islands near Kau Yi Chau (KYC), an uninhabited
island between Victoria Harbour and Lantau
Island, is being deemed as a strategic move
for Hong Kong’s progress in the next two
decades. The KYC Artificial Island (KYCAI) and
the Northern Metropolis development projects
are enormously influential and could represent
a turning point in Hong Kong’s development
trajectory, much like the highly successful Hong
Kong Airport Core Programme did in the 1990s.

The Hong Kong Institute of Surveyors (HKIS)
is receptive to the KYCAI project as a whole
and agrees that it can expand the scope
and capacity of Hong Kong’s development
and enhance the city’s competitiveness as
an international city. As the planning work
continues, it is hoped that the Government will
keep professional bodies and the public timely
updated about the upcoming implementation
plans as transparently and clearly as possible.

Hong Kong’s CBD3

In early March, a delegation from the Civil
Engineering and Development Department,
Planning Department and planning and
engineering consultants visited the HKIS to
brief members of the proposal and answer their
questions.

Sr KK Chiu, Chairman of the Housing Policy
Panel and Immediate Past President of the
HKIS, who moderated the briefing session, says
one of the questions raised by members is the
potential supply of an additional 4 million square
metres of commercial floorspace.

This is a substantial amount of new office
supply, he says. But the Government says it
believes the new office space will be just right
to serve the needs of Hong Kong'’s economic
growth for the next 20 years and beyond, and
that they will review zoning plans in a timely
manner to align with the city’s economic
development objectives.

“When it comes to long-term planning, we

shouldn’t just be concentrating on Hong Kong.
But instead, we should think about the role
played by Hong Kong as part of the Greater Bay
Area (GBA). It is anticipated that the demand
for office space will remain robust in the future.
Therefore, it is advised to plan out and allocate
office space from the CBD3 by taking a phased
approach so as to support the continued growth
of all business sectors, especially the new
economy sector,” he says.

A replica of CBD2?

CBD3 comes from a different background
compared to that of CBD2. The latter took shape
from the former Kai Tak airport that had been left
vacant for some ten years before development,
while the focus was on redeveloping and
reinvigorating the underutilised industrial
buildings in Kowloon East and building new
office spaces amid a tight office supply in
Central at that time, says Sr Dr Lesly Lam,
Member of the General Practice, Land
Surveying, Planning & Development and
Property & Facility Management Divisions.

He says that it is always complicated to carry
out redevelopment in already built-up urban
areas due to involving intermittent process,
making it hard to realise a cohesive planning.
When creating artificial islands, a ‘from whole
to part’ principle can be adopted in the overall
planning which can be regarded as a ‘whole
system’ or ‘top-down’ approach.

This can provide for an integrated and
comprehensive urban plan that acknowledges
sustainability and resilience needs, as well as
economic and social needs, says Sr Dr Lam.
By establishing KYCAI as a strategic location
near the existing CBD and connecting it to the
GBA through highways and public transport
links, Hong Kong can reinforce its position as an
aerotropolis and commercial hub.

Despite the optimism, Sr Dr Lam expresses his
concern about the potential traffic bottleneck at
the western end of the Island Line during peak
hours due to an influx of commuters from all

parts of Hong Kong destined for the CBDS3.

According to the Government’s plan, multiple
interchange stations along the rail link are
proposed to connect passengers to the Island
Line via HKU Station, Tung Chung Line via
Sunny Bay Station and Tuen Ma Line through
Hung Shui Kiu Station to facilitate public travel.
The Government says it will also explore the
possibility of interchanging with the Island Line
at Kennedy Town with a view to enhancing the
MTR network.

When planning reclamation projects, the
Government owns the land and is able to
easily implement a top-down approach to
urban planning. As a result, clear ownership of
reclaimed land makes urban planning objectives
easier to be achieved. The Government can also
consider pre-releasing undeveloped land for sale
even when reclamation work is still in progress,
as there is far lesser and more controllable
uncertainty when it comes to its future site
formation and delivery, says Sr Dr Lam.

“The recent discontent among some residents
and the public is due to the Government’s
decision to delay commercial development on a
prime site in order to make way for a light public
housing project. For an effective resolution,
it is essential for our policymakers to be
persistent with their primary planning objectives,
which have been studied scientifically and
acknowledged by stakeholders.”

Sr Dr Lam says the public housing on the
proposed artificial islands can serve as a buffer
to facilitate speeding up urban redevelopment.
People who are facing displacement due to
URA redevelopment projects may find living in
these new development areas desirable and are
willing to move there.

An opportunity to attract talent

Another issue that needs to be addressed is
the lack of manpower resources to support
the progress of new development areas in
the Northern Metropolis as well as the KYCAI
project. This could potentially lead to conflicts
when it comes to manpower.

The Construction Industry Council (CIC)
expects a moderate shortage of skilled and
semi-skilled workers, technicians, and site
supervisory personnel up until 2027. This
estimation accounts for both public and private
sector works. However, professionals will face a
considerable shortage over the same period.

The Development Bureau has indicated that
it would refer to the forecast data provided by
the CIC and assess how to enhance manpower
supply through a multi-pronged strategy
including leveraging local manpower resources,
enhancing training, and bringing in non-local
resources as necessary, as well as reducing
manpower needs through productivity uplifting
measures.

At the end of March, the Government
announced that it would implement a fast-
track scheme to enable the construction
industry to import foreign workers in light of
massive developments in the pipeline that
would require more labour than is currently
available. Although there will likely be some
objections from industry, it is believed that
the lack of manpower is critical and must
be addressed to prevent bottlenecks.

“The construction industry has in the past
faced talent shortage such as for the
Airport Programme in the 1990s and have




overcome the resourcing challenges. To tackle
this, we should be open to different solutions
from encouraging more local talents to join
the construction industry, increased training to
local construction professionals and attracting
more regional and global talents to participate
in the continued development of Hong Kong,”,
says Sr Wan Pak-nin, Member of the Quantity
Surveying Division.

The KYCAI project is an exciting opportunity
for those looking to join the building and
construction sector. It offers surveyors such as
quantity surveyors the chance to get involved
in a cutting-edge project that could create new
opportunities for them, he says. “Being part
of such iconic projects could be a once-in-a-
lifetime opportunity for everyone involved,” says
Sr Wan, adding that he believes not only the
Government but also industry stakeholders,
consultants and contractors can benefit from
this chance to attract the best talents.

An opportunity to accelerate MiC
adoption

One way to save manpower and improve
construction efficiency is using a modular
integrated construction (MiC) system, and that
requires building a supply chain to support a
wide adoption, says Sr Wan.

In this year’s Budget, the Financial Secretary
earmarked HK$15 million for studying and
putting in place measures to strengthen an
MiC supply chain, covering areas such as the
manufacturing, transportation, storage and
accreditation of MiC modules. This includes
exploring the feasibility of constructing
manufacturing and storage sites in the Northern
Metropolis area and collaborating with suppliers
and manufacturers in the GBA.

MiC allows construction to proceed more
quickly, save time and effort, reduce site
hazards, and improve building quality.
Furthermore, MiC has the potential to help
better manage resources and increase speed of

construction. Prefabricated components can be
manufactured off-the-site while on-site work is
being done.

Financing models

KYCAI will last about 20 years and cost around
HK$580 billion, according to government
estimates. Since the KYCAI development will
begin from end-2025, as the Government has
put it, the ballpark estimate on the average
annual expenditure will be about HK$30 billion
assuming the construction volume is evenly
spread over the years.

The Government estimates that the relevant
public works will account for about 4% of GDP
in the coming years. That compares with the
capital works under the Hong Kong Airport Core
Programme in the 1990s, which accounted for
about 6% of Hong Kong’s GDP in those years.
If these projections are correct, Sr Chiu and Sr
Wan say the development costs are justified
considering the significance of the project as
well as the intangible economic and societal
benefits.

Apart from the Capital Works Reserve Fund,
the Government says it has also considered
introducing one or more financing options,
including bond issuance, Public-Private-
Participation, such as Build-Operate-Transfer
Model, to construct major roads, as well as Rail-
plus-Property (R+P) model to finance railway
construction.

From R+P development to transit-
oriented planning

The R+P has proven to be successful in Hong
Kong, which allows the transit operator, MTRC,
to profit from development rights atop depots or
land adjacent to MTR stations. The R+P model
has proven to be sustainable over the years,
and Sr Chiu hopes that future MTR projects
will have more public spaces and community
facilities while creating more affordable options
in the housing mix.
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Sr Lam suggests future R+P projects include
more affordable housing options, and suitable
sites can also be broken down into smaller
packages by phase so that more practitioners
have the opportunity to participate.

R+P is a model of transit-oriented development
(TOD) that is being widely used in Hong Kong
and increasingly in mainland China, says Sr
Victor Ng, Vice Chairman of the Planning &
Development Division. It takes into account
the community’s general need for public
transportation and puts emphasis on city
planning as a way to achieve it so that the whole
area or city becomes more walkable and more
accessible by mass transit. Hong Kong has
many successful TOD projects, from Kowloon
Station and the more recent LOHAS Park.

From the perspective of a planning and
development surveyor, a TOD centric planning
approach puts the people first, with higher
density developments near the MTR station and
housing of lower density further out, with areas
for community services in between. Apart from
reducing reliance on car usage, TOD is also
increasingly seen as a way of decarbonisation.
With inviting pedestrian walkways, some areas
are able to provide healthy lifestyles while others
may have the opportunity to be more transit
oriented, he explains.

“Today’s Hong Kong land supply shortage is
due to the lack of strategic land supply and
planning blueprint 20 years ago, but with a more
comprehensive plan in place and initial success
behind us in terms of developing KYC artificial
islands and Northern Metropolis, we may be
able to ensure a stable land supply pipeline for
the next generation,” says Sr Ng.

He adds that economic situations change
frequently, and when formulating an Outline
Zoning Plan, certain flexibility must be
considered to adapt to future changes. One use
of the Comprehensive Development Area (CDA)
zoning plan is that it flexibly accommodates all
possible combinations of planned land uses,

which becomes very important in changing
economic situations.

The public-private housing ratio has been set at
70:30, according to Long Term Housing Strategy
first unveiled in 2018. This is an important
aspect of ensuring that less advantaged citizens
can have a fair home and safe community to
be a part of. “Having said that, this housing mix
can be reviewed from time to time based on the
demographics and household incomes in the
area as well as the government’s housing policy
stance,” says Sr Ng.

Potential of airport and port
terminal integration

Sr Chiu suggests Hong Kong can develop
its cargo rail by connecting the existing
airport cargo facilities to a new terminal in
Lung Kwu Tan of Tuen Mun. The proposed
container terminal would be complementary
to the upgraded airport as well as the Shekou
Container Wharf, which can make the region the
largest cargo hub in the world.

Moving the existing container terminals closer to
Shenzhen would make it more cost-effective and
easier to transport containers to and from the
mainland, he explains. Second, it could reduce
congestion in Kowloon and the New Territories
with less container trucks passing through.
The existing terminals in Kwai Chung occupy
over 100 hectares of urban area. The massive
Kwai Chung site vacated can be released
and redeveloped into vibrant high-density
commercial and residential districts.

Hong Kong International Airport has been the
world’s busiest international cargo airport since
1996. With this new container terminal, it is
easier for cargo to be transported to and from
Hong Kong. It also maximises Hong Kong’s
advantage as an aerotropolis and complements
Shenzhen’s cargo handling capacities, he says.
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Sr Paul Wong rose to the HKIS Presidency in December 2022
having worked his way to the top with determination and always
with an eye to the future.

Now, Sr Wong is turning that forward-looking focus
and determination towards promoting the surveying
profession in the community to ensure its continuity
and growth, and in fully engaging its youth wing—the
Institute’s and the profession’s own future.

Eyes and minds forward

Sr Wong believes the President’s primary
responsibility is to promote a vision for the Institute,
continuity in leadership and direction for the long-
term planning and management of all aspects of the
services and members’ affairs, while maintaining
professional conduct in conforming with the Institute’s
constitution and by-laws. Four months in, he is
content with the work being done towards fulfilling his
vision for the Institute, especially closer cooperation
amongst the six Divisions and particularly with its
young members.

‘| had these ideas in mind before taking up the post,”
Sr Wong said. “I'm thankful our Council members
accepted my proposals and we’re now going ahead
with plans for the short, medium and long terms. For
instance, the topic for this year’s Annual Conference
will suit all Divisions and our Young Surveyors Group
too. It's on ageing issues, and | wasn'’t sure it would
work at first, but now it looks possible.

“Then, automation and digitisation of the HKIS
in the medium term, followed by close working
and communications with young members as
a continuing, long-term project. Establishing a
Promotion Committee, led by a Past President, is also
in my long-term plans for promoting the surveying
profession. Concerning the continuity of the Institute,
the full adoption of vice-chairmen for committees and
panels may help groom people to take up the chairs.
| hope my successors continue with this.”

Sr Wong brings to the Presidency more than 34 years
in the industry that he likes to think of as service to
surveying. While his background is as a quantity
surveyor, he has a wealth of experience in construction
contract administration. But all this time, he has
harboured the aspiration to be the helmsman and to
give back to the surveying industry for some years .

To that end, he was Quantity Surveying Division (QSD)
Chairman from 2014-2016 and since 2017-2018 held
the Institute’s Honorary Secretary post, then Honorary
Treasurer, Vice-President for two years and in 2021-
2022 Senior Vice-President.

Learning the ropes

Sr Wong had no interest in engineering and
architecture—his background was in science—but
he was curious about how a building is built, and that
led him to enrol in surveying courses. He found these
practical, for three years focusing on numbers and
how to manage a QS practice. Subjects covering
construction technology, law, contracts, measurement
and economics consolidated his knowledge, and as a
result, he graduated with a well-rounded skill set.

He is thankful his career has been smooth and
successful, which he attributes to important
supervisors helping at key stages.

“| sent out job applications upon graduation in 1988
and fortunately a big QS firm offered me a job when
it was not easy to find one,” Sr Wong recalls. “I
accepted the Assistant QS job at Langdon, one of
the largest QS international firms (currently Arcadis).
My salary was only $4,700 per month and | bought a
flat that October. In my first year of training, | learnt
extensive QS practice in pre-contract and post-
contract. | switched to work with a contractor for
about three months and then to work for another QS
firm for a better salary package plus overtime pay so
my salary almost doubled.
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“In early 1992, a contractor invited me to be a tender
manager with a much better salary package than
| was earning. Over the years, I've been fortunate:
I've not had to look for jobs, and I've always been
approached. Of course, a better salary package is a
strong incentive to move on, but new environments
also offer me a lot to learn, and I've always been
confident that | can handle these challenges.”

Steep learning curve

Of these many challenges, Sr Wong is proudest of his
achievements at a medium size construction group.
He joined a construction company of this group as
Contract Manager in 1998 and was promoted to
Director and General Manager in 2005, still to reach
40 years old. His skills were tested immediately, with
responsibilities stretching to the overall operations of
four companies in Hong Kong and Macau.

“In 2000-2004, the construction industry in Hong
Kong slumped. The group was keen to oversee and
develop the Macau market, so for three months in
2006, | commuted by ferry four days a week—and
lost over 10 pounds! Monitoring construction projects
related to casinos and hotels for players like MGM,
Venetian Macao and Galaxy was eye opening. We
were in the first batch of Hong Kong construction
companies making a foray into Macau.”

‘I also had to take on an extra role to look for new
business and generate revenue. We built a diverse
project portfolio, from residential buildings, commercial

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buildings, hostels, hotels, schools to various institutional
projects: it's remarkable for me. After | became Director
and General Manager, the group’s staff numbers and
turnover grew substantially as did its profit in Hong
Kong and Macau.”

One project of particular note that Sr Wong took on
was to revitalise Mei Ho House at Shek Kip Mei. The
sole remaining original single-block Mark | building
of the emergency estate built to house thousands left
homeless by the Shek Kip Mei fire on Christmas Day
1953, Mei Ho House, a Grade Il Historic Building,
was given new life and reopened as a youth hostel in
2013. The three-year conservation and revitalisation
project was the first of its kind. The Hong Kong
Institute of Construction Managers awarded Sr Wong
its Grand Contract Administrator Award 2016 for his
part.

Nurturing the next generation

Sr Wong takes a strong stand on the role the HKIS
must play in training members. Long before his six-
year stint as QSD Sub-Committee Chairman (2011-
2017), there were only 10-20 Continuing Professional
Development (CPD) activities for the QSD per year.
He raised the number of talks and visits to about one
every week, bringing the Institute additional income
as well as training members. This record still drives
other Divisions to keep expanding CPD, though today
there is greater flexibility, especially through the
hybrid mode: a talk organised recently by the Civil
Engineering and Development Department drew 90
people to the Surveyors Learning Centre but also
allowed 500 quota for registration.

Giving back to the future

Over the past 10 years, Sr Wong has been a mentor
at City University of Hong Kong. He readily shares
this motto with those he advises: “We don't learn from
only the people around us, but—most importantly—
also from others in a network of smart people with
whom we are willing to connect.”

For surveyors, this means not only to build a network
among their own but to draw on professionals in
related fields, such as architects and engineers.

“It's easy to start from the workplace,” Sr Wong
explained. “But smart people in this network you build
could also be your competitors. What you can learn




by yourself is limited, so expand your source of useful
information by getting to know more and different
professionals.

‘| can think of a several excellent early steps for our
young members to achieve this: for example, by
taking part in the Institute’s activities and the Design
Competition for Qianhai, which | encourage them to
do,” Sr Wong said.

‘I learnt more about how to manage a company from
project managers | met. | have no doubt they shaped
my project management skills and how | lead, paving
the way for my managerial role.

“‘But | also learn from young people: they have a
greater knowledge and ease with fast-changing
technology.”

Another career tip he has for young surveyors is for
them to share and, through sharing, grow.

“After your first decade of working, it is time to use
what you have learnt, such as putting it towards
project management and dispute resolution. Without
a solid foundation of basic knowledge, you can'’t
achieve much, even with good opportunities: you
need to enhance yourself from time to time and
explore opportunities through new challenges. And
then, we should share our experiences so as to
enlighten others. The world requires the contribution
of all of us!”

With pre-pandemic conditions returning, restrictions
pared back and the border with Mainland China
reopened, the return of invitations and trade activities
is approaching normal once again. This has kept
Sr Wong busy. However, he got a wake-up call in
November 2022: emergency surgery triggered by a
sudden heart attack.

“So | changed my diet and working style totally,
though, to be honest, this year my energies will be
focused on the HKIS—at the expense of family time.
Before the pandemic, | used to travel with them every
summer. We last went in 2018 to the UK, lItaly and
Japan. This year we've no plan, but | hope to spend
time with them in Japan next year.”

The Senior Members Committee was delighted
to invite Mr Denis Tsang, Project Architect of
Tai Kwun in Central, to introduce the site’s
revitalisation works to its members. The facility
enjoys a second life as the Centre for Heritage
and Arts and wants to offer the best heritage
and arts experiences, including contemporary
art, performing arts, and community history, in
Hong Kong.

Tai Kwun was once the Central Police Station,
which comprised three declared monuments—
the former police station, Central Magistracy,
and Victoria Prison. lts revitalisation project
was overseen by the Hong Kong Jockey Club in
partnership with the Government.

Denis shared his experiences and challenges
regarding the standards of heritage
conservation applied to this project — particularly
its compliance with the Buildings Ordinance
and preservation of the structures’ original
appearances. In contrast to their original
functions, the buildings are now fully on display,
thereby giving the public a chance to appreciate
up close their contrasting architectural features
and fine design details.

Hence, members learnt how the design
proposals for the new and existing buildings
fulfilled the plans to give the facility a unique
historical compound, heritage storytelling
spaces, diverse education programmes, and
thematic heritage exhibitions. Its new building,
JC Contemporary, can house a not-for-profit arts
centre dedicated to presenting contemporary
art exhibitions and programmes as platforms to
encourage cultural discourse in Hong Kong.

Streamlining the
Compulsory Sale Regime

There is a need to adopt more effective
legislative measures to promote urban renewal
because Hong Kong’s rate of redevelopment
cannot keep up with its rapidly ageing building
stock. In this regard, the HKSAR Government
started a policy review of the Land (Compulsory
Sale for Redevelopment) Ordinance (Cap 545,
LCSRO) in late 2021.

In November 2022, the Development Bureau
(DEVB) put forward legislative and administrative
proposals to update and streamline the
compulsory sale regime under the LCSRO.

The government has since started consultations
with relevant stakeholders and aims to introduce
an amendment to the Legislative Council in
the latter half of 2023. DEVB’s proposals are
detailed in the following paper:

CSDI Unleashes the Power
of GIS in Spatial Analytics

| was invited to the Technology Forum, organised
by OGCIO, as a VIP speaker for the topic,
“Innovate with CSDI Spatial Data to Enhance
Public Services,” on 9 March.

Government administrators always face the
problem of how to utilise limited resources and
facilities to meet maximal service demands from
their people. This is obviously a spatial problem
that can be solved by a classical GIS spatial
analysis called location-allocation, which helps
find the best locations for facilities to serve a set
of demand locations. These locations may try
to cover the greatest demand, minimise costs to
meet such demand, or maximise market share.
The analysis combines the power of GIS spatial
analysis and operational research (OR) to offer
an optimal solution. Users do not need to bother
with the complex OR algorithms operating in
the background. They just need to input the
necessary datasets and location-allocation will
do the rest.

After a few discussions with my colleague,
we decided to adopt a use case of setting
up vaccination centres to administer a post-
Covid-19 vaccination programme for the public.
We aimed to use a minimal number of facilities
to fulfil Hong Kongers’ vaccination demands.

First, we generated the centroids of small TPU
polygons as demand points and linked them to
the population using census data, which could
be obtained from the CSDI. Then we used all
clinics operated by the Hospital Authority and
Department of Health to fulfil the demand points.
Clinic location information is also available from
the CSDI. In order to make location-allocation
analysis work, we had to prepare a network
dataset that the analysis could use to compute
a facility’s service area based on driving or
walking time. Hence, we used LandsD’s 3D
pedestrian network in the CSDI. Then we put
the following CSDI data into the analysis:

e Clinic locations

e 3D pedestrian network

e Demand points generated from the
centroids of small TPU polygons

The analysis selected 76 out of 213 clinics to
fulfil 70 percent of the demand points based
on 15 minutes of walking time from the demand
points to the facilities. The diagram below

shows the demand points served by each
facility.

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Obviously, 70 percent coverage was not ideal.
So we added library locations from the CSDI
as temporary vaccination centres and saw the
coverage improve. Our analysis selected 40 out
of 169 libraries and increased the demand point
coverage to 84 percent. Below is the diagram
showing those clinics and libraries that covered
the demand points.

However, we lacked the resources to run 40

additional vaccination centres. So we re-ran
the analysis by adding ten libraries, which
increased the coverage to 80 percent. It was
obviously not cost-effective to add 30 libraries
for just a four percent increase in coverage.

In conclusion, the CSDI unlocked the power of
GIS spatial analysis, which we could not fully
take advantage of due to the lack of appropriate
data. There are much more spatial analyses
that GIS offers, which can be explored when the
availability of geospatial data brought about by
the CSDI becomes available.

On 16 November 2022, the PFMD invited
Mr Kakuda Masakazu and Ms Tammy Chui
of Hong Kong Kansai Paint Co, Ltd, to deliver
a CPD, “Kansai Paint - Designed to Last with
Pioneer Innovations,” which introduced paint
characteristics and the new technology of
today’s paints.

Teams consisting of 3-4
students were required to design the internal
layout and interior finish of a given structural
model within a three-hour timeframe.

Despite the short training period, the shortlisted
teams were able to produce 3D models of a
balcony, living room, dining room, kitchen,
two bathrooms, and three bedrooms along
with interior designs presented from a 3D
perspective and/or rendered drawings. All
models were considered to be of high quality
and demonstrated that BIM is an easily-learned
skill even for secondary students without
construction knowledge.

Experience-Sharing on the Application
of Building (Planning) Regulations on 11
February, 18 February, 25 February, 4 March,
11 March & 18 March 2023

YSG was pleased to invite Sr Terry KY Ng,
Former Senior Building Surveyor of the Buildings
Department, to deliver six half-day short courses
on building controls to the HKIS’s younger
members to allow them to understand and
update themselves on the control regime for
property development.

During the first and second seminars, Terry
focused on the related sections of the Buildings
Ordinance including:

e Section 2: Interpretation

e Section 14: Approval and Consent Required
for the Commencement of Building Works

e Section 16: Grounds on Which Approval or
Consent May Be Refused

e Section 21: Occupation of New Buildings

e Section 39: Application of New Regulations
Which Would Be Applicable to All New
Building Works and All Alteration & Addition
Works

e Section 41: Exemptions

e Section 42: Building Authority’s Powers of
Exemption

e Section 43: Interpretation of Part 6 — Appeal

Terry also shared his knowledge of the court
case of Wang Fung Terrace (FACV 7/14) to
remind members that while the proposed
buildings could pose a danger to the public
and/or an inconvenience to traffic, more people
occupying Wang Fung Terrance would lead to
increased traffic at a nearby junction. Under
these circumstances, the Building Authority may
consider invoking Section 16(1)(g).

After Terry shared the Final Appeal Court case

of Mariner, which provided useful guidelines
to facilitate decisions, members learnt that the
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concept of involving the structure of a building
was not limited to holding the building up and
building works added to a building affect its
structure provided that they serve a structural
function or, for any reason, are capable of
affecting the structure’s integrity. Moreover,
Terry told members that the Building Authority
could refuse to issue an occupation permit
if it finds a defect in a building because it
contravened the B(C)R.

During the third, fourth, and fifth seminars,
Terry shared his personal experiences with
the related sections of the Building (Planning)
Regulations. From them, members learnt
how the development intensity of a composite
building complies with B(P)R 20 & B(P)R 21
when a site has two towers with different uses
(eg office and residential blocks) or when the
height of the buildings do not come under the
same band in Schedule 1 of the B(P)R. Terry
explained that the B(P)R’s definition of “usable
floor space” differs from the Fire Safety Code’s
definition of “usable floor area”.

Terry also shared his knowledge of two real-
life cases — Carson Mansion 1994 WL 1063375
(Privy Council) and Mei Foo Sun Chuen HCAL
51/2011. Members learnt how development
intensity determines the site area on which
a building is erected for the purposes of
exceeding site coverage and plot ratio in certain
cases. With the aid of figures, Terry explained
that a street or service lane, as mandated by
statutory requirements, should not count towards
a site area, while any area that facilitates public
traffic should be included.

During the sixth and final seminar, Terry mainly
focused on the related sections of Building
(Planning) Regulations 41, 41A, 41B, 41C, &
41D, Building (Construction) Regulation 35,
and the Fire Safety (FS) Code 2011. One of
the examples he gave was an application of
FS Code Parts B8 and B18 at the same time.
Provided that the exclusive use of each level



in a commercial building did not exceed 25
storeys with the main roof designed as a refuge
floor, the latter was required in order to comply
with FS Code Part B8, which mandates a means
of escape (MOE) staircase that does not pass
through someone’s premises.

Terry then shared his thoughts on the Grenfell
Tower fire, which destroyed most of a derelict
24-storey residential tower in London’s North
Kensington neighbourhood on 14 June 2017.
The tower’s construction was approved by the
Kensington and Chelsea London Borough
Council in 1970 and its top 20 storeys contained
120 flats with six per floor — two one-bedroom
flats and four two-bedroom flats — for a total of
200 bedrooms.

Grenfell housed up to 600 people and received
new windows and cladding with thermal
insulation during a 2016 refurbishment. The
fire gutted the building and killed 72 people
including a stillborn child. Like many other
tower blocks in the UK, Grenfell was designed
to operate under a “stay-put policy” in the
event of fire and had only a single central
staircase. Unlike in many other countries,
British regulations did not require a second. As
a result of the fire, the National Fire Chiefs
Council recommended amending the Building
Regulations or Approved Document B to
require all new residential buildings of over 18
metres or seven storeys in height to have more
than one staircase. As reported in the CIOB’s
Construction Management journal on 3 January
2023, research carried out by McGill University
in Montreal and cited by I/nside Housing
examined 30 international building codes and
found that only England, Wales, and South
Korea lacked a second staircase requirement.

Members also learnt about a building’s fire
and smoke separations, its stability in case of
fire, the provision of adequate fire resistance
measures to prevent its spread, and the number
of MOE staircases required.
